Lisa Sun-Hee Park and David Naguib Pellow
demonstrate how these issues are intertwined in the everyday experiences of people who work and live in this
wealthy tourist community. Developing the idea of "environmental privilege" - the economic, political, and
cultural power that some groups enjoy, which enables them exclusive access to coveted environmental
amenities such as forests, parks, mountains, rivers, coastal property, open lands, and elite neighborhoods - they
argue that this odd marriage of environmental and nativist groups occurs because of population fears - both
want fewer people, especially if they are the brown sort.
